First of all, we would like to thank you for bringing your project to our attention as arts share
many common values with sport.

Please note that, the IOC considers the arts to be closely associated with the Olympic Games,
and to this effect the I0C has developed numerous projects dedicated to arts and culture,
notably with its Culture and Olympic Heritage Commission in association with the Olympic
Museum, and the Olympic Solidarity’s collaboration through events like the “Cultural Olympiad”
and the “Olympic Youth Camp” or the “Olympiart” created in 1992.

For these reasons, the I0C reviewed your request with potential interest.

Nevertheless, the I0C does not agree with your request to establish the Olympiako
Pantechnon.

We would also like to take the opportunity of our exchange to inform you that all rights to the
Olympic properties as defined in the Olympic Charter, including but not limited to “Olympic
Games” and the Olympic Symbol, as well as all rights to the use thereof, belong exclusively to
the 10C, including but not limited to the use for any profit-making, commercial or advertising
purposes.

Consequently, your project should not be called “Olympiako” as it is the Greek translation of
“Olympic Games”, and should not reproduce an emblem confusingly similar to the Olympic
Symbol.

Finally, please note that we are copying the Hellenic Olympic Committee for its information.
